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This issue begins with a story about a woman--a special woman--—
for several reasons. First, she and her husband began the FALES line
in America, a prolific line that includes thousands of descendants.
Second, her family's history, thanks to Cotton Mather, is well known
while nothing whatsoever can be documented about Jamesl FALES prior
to 1651. Finally, a writer in Genealogy Digest (Janice Bonilla),
suggests that genealogies should treat female lines equally with male
lines, a fine idea and one we intend to keep in mind in the F.F.B.

" Ann (BROCK) FALES: Mother of us all
By James JaylQ® FALES

Ann (BROCK) FALES was the wife of Jamesl FALES, the earliest
h American ancestor bearing the FALES name. Although the oldest ref-
erence to James® is his attendance at a Dedham town meeting in 1651,
Ann's family is known to have been in the Massachusetts Bay Colony
as early as 1637.

Ann, apparently born in England, came to New England with her
parents, Henry and Elizabeth BROCK; her older sisters, Elizabeth and
Mary, and her brother John. Cotton Mather, the famous Puritan mini-
ster, wrote in his Magnalia Christi Americana that the BROCK'S
arrived in America in 1637. According to him, the family came from
Stradbrooke, Suffolk County, England and that they were living there
in 1620. Others have suggested that the BROCK'S were from Cheshire
and Fressingfield. ' ‘

Henry BROCK settled his family in Dedham. He is listed as being
called to the town meeting in 1638. His family was among the earliest
settlers there and were active members of the church. 1In 1640, Henry's
wife Elizabeth, their son John and their daughter Mary joined the
Dedham church. Three years later, Henry BROCK and his daughtex
Elizabeth also were admitted.

Ann's father and mother passed away in 1652. While her age at
this point is not known, her two sisters had already been married and
her brother John had graduated Harvard College. There is also no
Tecord of any assignment of guardianship, so Ann well may have passed
the point of being a minor. In Henry BROCK'S will written in 1646, he
left his house and lands to his son John and his personal household
possessions and livestock to his two remaining daughters (Mary BROCK

died in 1640). Specifically the money was to be used to maintain and
educate Ann.

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George Albert8 FALES

The son of William M.7 and Anna (FLYNN) FALES, George Albert8
FALES was born on November 7, 1878 in Shaftsbury, Vermont. He was
the only child of his family to be born outside New York and it is
evident that_the family did not stay long in Vermont for his broth-
ers, William’ (1876) and Joseph’/ (1880) were born in Williamsburg,
Brooklyn, In the 1900 census George Albert8 was counted, evidently
still unmarried, in the family of his father on June lst at 107 North
8th Street in Williamsburg.

George AlbertB FALES married Catherine DWYER who was born on
North 7th St., Williamsburg, the child of Thomas and Bridget
(O'CONNOR) DWYER. The family is said to have come from Thurlis
in Tipperary. Catherine DWYER had at least one brother, Michael,
who died April 26, 1964, aged 89. He is buried in Calvary Cemetery,
Long Island City, New York. ‘ _

As a young man, George Albert8 FALES was a salesman. His son
remembers his father's account of his early work selling Lion brand
coffee to the grocers of Nashville, Tenn. By 1906%, however, he
had become a pipefitter, the trade he followed for the rest of his
life. For many years he worked at and ultimately retired from the
SOCONY .0il Yard in Greenpoint, Brooklyn.

‘ George Albert8 FALES died November 14, 1959. His wife Catherine
- died January 15, 1955. They had two children: >,

(2) Kathleen, born 1924. She married Thomas DWYER. They
live in Nashville, Tenn.

Directory as "George Fales", living at 114 Devoe Street.

""George Albert Fales, Lettercarrier" at various addresses.
George Albert FALES (the lettercarrier) was the son of
Samuel Shepherd’ FALES, brother of William M.7 PALES and
hence a first cousin to George Albext™ FALES, the subject
of this article.

George Albert® FALES was born August 2, 1902 in Brooklyn,
New York. He lived in the Greenpoint area of Brooklyn in his early
years where he attended public schools with his cousin Seth® FALES
(Edward®, william M.7, Seth El1lis®). on November 30, 1933 in Ascension
Church, Elmhurst, New York, he married May ZWICK. The daughter of /q\a

Conrad and Ida (BRANDNER) ZWICK, May was Dborn May 1, 1906 on First Ave.,
in the Sixties in New York City.
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George and May have lived in Elmont, Long Island for many years.
George, active since February 14, 1935 in the Elmont Volunteer Fire
Department, served as Chief in 1952-53, and was President of the
Seventh Battalion Chiefs Association in 1977-78. George was a milk-
man for Borden's for thirty vyears.
