e grandfather mentioned by Eugene Richard FALES of Spirit Lake, Iowa, in his geneflogy 7
. was probably the same man as Warreh Baxter/ FALES, a direct descendant of Jamesl and .
¢ Ann (BROCK) FALES of Dedham, Massachusetts. Corroboration of this fact has arrived
from several different sources.
Judith WHIPPLE, of Portland, Texas, herself adescendant of James and Ann, has com-
piled a very extensive genealogy of FALES families. Wﬁgﬁﬁﬂ Baxter/ FAIES was a bro-
ther of her great grandfather, Edward Augustus’/ FALES. She wrote pointing out that
\/J.{_,,,,m Warren- Baxter/ FALES had three children; the article cited only two. The two names
cited in the article were the same as the names of two of Warren Baxter's children.
The three children, she advised, were:

1. William Emery
2, Clarence James
3. Charles Maria.

Eugene Richard FALES's research had only uncovered William E. and Charles Maria
of his great, great grandfather's children. However he has now obtained the Civil
War military and pension records of William Baxter FALES which not only show the
third son, ''Clarence J.", but also confirm that his great grandfather, Charles Maria
FALES, was the son of William Baxter7 FALES. Therefore it is clear that William B.
really was William Baxter/ FALES.

Hence it may be stated correctly that Eugene Richard and his contemporaries are
of the eleventh generation descended from James! and Ann (BROCK) FALES in the line:
