The stony had its beginnings on a ship that sailed into Boston Harbon between 1635
and 1640. The new settlens aboard included COWELLs, HOBARTA, TOWERs and IBROOKs.

HANNAH TOWER

Joseph1 COWELL* was born about 1646, the son of Edward and Margaret COWELL.

On March 7, 1673 a widow Mary (CARTER) HUNIER gave birth to a boy; the father was
Josephl COWELL, age 26. The child was born out of wedlock, in 1673, a crime punishable
by 39 lashes, imprisorment, 39 more lashes and the wearing of the letter, "A".

Josephl COWELL and Mary HUNTER were ordered to appear before the court and were
sentenced to marry. Soon after April 16, 1673 they became man and wife, and their son
was legally named JosephZ COWELL.

Josephl must have led a very active social life because sometime in late March or
early April, 1673, Josephl had gotten Hannah TOWER, age 20, pregnant. By the time
Hannah realized what was happening, the father of her baby had been ordered by the
court to marry Mary HUNTER.

The relationship of these people was very close. Edward COWELL had for his third
wife , Sarah HOBART, the daughter of Captain Joshua HOBART and his wife Ellen (IBROOK)
HOBART. Ellen's sister was Margaret (IBROOK) TOWER, wife of John TOWER who's daughter
was our Hannah. Captain Joshua HOBART's brother was Rev. Peter HOBART a highly respec-
ted minister of the Church at Hingham, Massachusetts.

Each of these families was respected and all were active members of their communi-
ties. Hannah's punishment, if any from the court is unknown to me, but the shame and
fear she must have suffered is understandable. Needless to say, she was unable to wed
Josephl COWELL. ]

On December 29, 1673 Hannah Tower had a son and with the court's permission, he
also was called Joseph3 COWELL. Thus Josephl had two sons born in the same year within
nine months of each other, by two different women, both out of wedlock and both bearing
his name.

Three years later in 1676, Hannah married David WHIPPLE (an ancestor of my husband,
Bill) of Rehobeth, Massachusetts. David was a widower with children. David and Hannah
had several children and must have been very happy as David supported Joseph3 COWELL
and referred to him as "my son'.

Joseph3 COWELL grew up and married Martha FALES, born August 28, 1675, died 1737,
daughter of Jamesl and Ann (BROCK) FALES. Together they had five children. After
Martha's death, Joseph3 married Deborah (FALES) BARBER orBARNARD, (cont'd on page 3)

Dear Mr. Fales:

You are to be commended for your interesting newsletters and the enormous task
facing you. I am certain that it will keep you busy and interested for many years.

The interest of genealogy in our family started at the birth of my brother, Rich-
ard, in 1930. Mother received as a gift a baby book containing a chart listing the
great grandparents of both paternal and maternal sides of the family. As expected,
they could not complete the chart. My father, Raymond Davis Fales, suggested that they
visit as many elderly relatives as possible to see what they could learn. They even-
tually determined to try and trace sixteen families back to their entry to this country.

My mother treasures a 'Graveyard Bus' sign 1 made for the family car for it seemed
that we spent each Sunday afternoon visiting graveyards. As I recollect each child re-
ceived 2¢ for each graveyard visited. My sister, Ruth, was often reluctant to go for
she developed a knack for discovering every snake in every graveyard.

You stated that my cousin, Walter Kimball Fales, has sent our family line to you.
Since I am uncertain of the form in which it was listed, I have taken the liberty of
sending copies of our Fales data.

Among the miscellaneous Fales data you will find a copy of the signature of James!
Fales. It appears that he spelled his name FAYLES. If so, that is not surprising as I
will explain later. ’

In 1975, my mother, Lucille K. Fales, convinced me to spend three weeks of my vaca-
tion in England. We went almost immediatedly to Chester, England. Chester for many
centuries had been a very important city in Western England. The III? Roman Legion wavr—-
stationed in Chester. It is an interesting and charming city to visit with half-timbere °
buildings and a high wall enclosing the old city. It is located on the river Dee about
twenty miles from the ocean. (The land near the ocean at that time was swamp. )

In the late 1600's the river Dee became so badly silted that ocean going vessels
were no longer able to reach Chester. It is now a muddy stream 50 to 100 feet wide and
probably no more that three feet deep. The river has a dam near one city gate with a
hydro-electric plant humming nearby.

The port of Liverpool was founded north of the river Dee and soon all shipping
used that port.

Mother was dismayed to find that all shipping lists had been destroyed about 1918
to provide much needed storage space. She decided to spend another day to try and find
if James Fales or his wife had ever lived in Chester or in the surrounding area.

While waiting for mother at the town offices, I saw an old book on the shelf listing
the origin of old English names. I quickly located the name Fales - also Fayles, Faylles,
Falles and Falllls listed under the heading of Fales. The book also stated that the name
meant 'he who lives by the waterfall".

The following day mother studied all available records and could find no evidence
that James Fales or his wife ever lived in Chester or the surrounding area. She decided
to return to London to continue her research.

On the train ride back to London we recalled that during the late fifties, or early
sixties, mother served a term as secretary of the Bay State Historic lLeague. During
that period the mailman delivered many brochures offering historical data for sale. Among
them were shipping lists from Chester. That information is probably scattered about the
country.

On arriving back in London, mother visited the American Embassy and received a car™
permitting her to research in the National Archives in London. She spent a week there b
while I visited Scotland.

When I returned I was informed that she had found no Fales data but much on the

In 1975 mother was at the height of her genealogical powers having pursued the
craft for 45 years. In 1982 mother fell and broke her neck. Her neck healed but since
that time she has suffered a series of slight shocks which have impaired her memory.
On May 15th the family helped her celebrate her 87th birthday.

In the Fales data you will find much information on Dr. David Fales, a man who did
his best to make the name of Fales common.

I wonder if you have corresponded with James T. Fales, Centerbrook, Connecticut?
We met James Fales and his charming wife, Myrtle, in 1978. He is a descendant of Dr.
David Fales (1st wife) and a retired sales engineer of Babcock and Wilcox. They own

two Fales houses in Thomaston.
