The information nelating zo James! and Ann (BROCK) FALES has already been parnti-
ally covered 4in the F. F. B., 40 [for now) we skip down to the second generation.

James2 FALES (Jamesl), the first child of James and Ann (BROCK) FALES, was born July 4,
1656 and baptized July 5, 1656, in Dedham, Massachusetts, it being recorded on page 6 of the
printed Dedham Recordsl: "The son of James and An Vales.'" He died March 4, 1741/2 (V. 1,

p. 69), married Deborah FISHFR, October 20, 1679 at Dedham (V. 1, p. 17). She was born in
Jedham and baptized February 24, 1661, the daughter of Anthony 3rd and Joanna (FAXON) FISHER.
Her father came to this country with his parents, Anthony-2nd and wife Mary from Syleham,
Suffolk County, England in the ship 'Rose", arriving in Boston on June 26, 16372,

James2 FAILFES lived and died in Dedham, well-to-do, interested in public affairs, vitally
-interested in the church, and upon dying left a considerable estate. His will shows that he
had a son, Nathaniel3, who died before him and that Nathaniel3 had left children. James2 in
his will3 names his children evidently in the order of their birth, and thus we can place
Mathaniel3, whose birth through error or negligence was not recorded in the Dedham Record.

In fact, the birth record of only two of James<'s children (James3 and Samuel3) appear in
the Dedham Records (p. 19). Furthermore Book Two of the Dedham Church Records” was lost
years ago, and with it all baptismal records for Dedham children from May, 1671 to May, 1724.
But it should be noted here that it is this will which confirms otherwise unverified tradi-
tion as to other children of JamesZ, as is the case with Tﬁnothy3, the ancestor of the Bris-
tol family of Fales.?

FALES FAMILY TN AMERICA
BY RoBerT ORDWAY” FALES

David4 (Nathanie13, Jamesz, Jamesl) FALES was born June 9, 1733 in Bradford, Massa-
chusetts. He evidently went to Dedham, Massachusetts, to study medicine and while there
he may have been the David Fales who resided in the Fales homestead with Nehemiah3 FALES.
He married (1) Hannah THORPE in Dedham in 1761 and two years later they moved to St.
Georges, now Thomaston, Maine. Hannah THORPE was born in Dedham on October 17, 1739.
They were married by Rev, Thomas Balch (from Book 1, page 7 of the Thomaston Records in
the handwriting of David# FALES who was the first town clerk). An inkling of the role he
played in the life of this commnity may be gained from the following:l

Another acquisition was made to the place in the person of Dr. David Fales, who came here about this
time as surveyor and agent of the Waldo Proprietors, to take care of their rights and superintend

the sale and location of lands to settlers. When invited to do so, he, with his newly married wife,
was residing in Dedham, where, and in the State of New York, he had practiced surveying, and, having
received a medical education, was now well qualified to engage in either of these professions;---
though ultimately becoming more extensively known by the title of Esquire rather than Doctor. He took
up his abode at first in the fort, where two of his children were born, and where he taught school and
followed, as occasion required, his other vocations. In all these he was careful and cautious; as the
settlement increased, acquired property; in 1767 received a justice's commission; and, at the close

of that year, removed to and opened a tavern in his own log-house which he built on his lot above
Rabbins's, and where, in different houses of his erection, one of which was consumed by fire, he lived
the remainder of his days. (This data was inserted under the year 1763.)

Dr. Fales, eminently conservative and law abiding had, at the beginning of the Revo-
lution , strong loyalist tendencies. In addition he was an active and outspoken leader,
and at one point, a party with opposing leanings headed by Captain Gregg and Lieutenant
Kelloch came to his house and offered him his choice between pledging himself to the
American cause or taking a ride upon a rail He was not a man to do anything on compulsion
and chose to do neither. But his wife, less obstinate or more politic, succeeded in ap-
peasing the party by means of a pailful of flipZ2; and some of his sons offering to be su-
reties for their father's good conduct, they dispersed without further action.

David4 and Zibiah adopted a grandchild, Nancy, who married Capt. James M. BLACKING-
TON and resided in Thomaston.

David4 FALES died on April &4, 1822. 1In his last year, at the age of 89, he earned
twelve dollars, paid posthumously to his estate, ''for ringing the bell and tending the
fire in the meeting house....Thus it appears that he who had filled so large a place in
the annals of the town and the parish, and left so fair a mark on the records of them all,
had not wholly ceased from his faithful public labors till the very close of his long
life.... He died on the 4th of April; ... leaving 17 children, 69 grandchildren and 5
great grandchildren, then living. The descendants of his 24 children form no inconsider-
able part of the population of the three corporations which, before their separation, he
represented in the State Convention for ratifying the Constitution of the United States.
As a man he was not popular, as we have elsewhere said; but his correctness in business,
his firmness in adhering to principles, and his attachment to the institutions of reli-
gion, cannot be questioned. Conservative in character and faithful to his employers, he
hesitated, as agent of the Proprietors and a magistrate under the king, to rashly commit
himself in the revolutionary struggle; but we are not aware of his ever having been ac-
cused of aiding the enemy, or plotting against the colonies. As a physician, his judge-
ment was reliable and his practice safe; but he was wanting in promptness, and hence easily
supplanted in practice by young, energetic, and bold practitioners. As a surveyor, a jus-
tice, a clerk or attorney, he was equally careful; and no necessity of haste could prevent
him from doing his work correctly as far as he went. If he had faults, if he was opinion-
ated, if he treated with contumely the obscure penmanship, the false orthography, and in-
tolerable syntax of his successors in the office of town clerk, those, who like the writer,
have occasion to consult the records, will easily pardon him and sympathize in his feel-
ings. In the parish, whose interests he cherished with a kind of paternal devotion, his
services were duly appreciated and not wholly dispensed with till his final departure
from the scene of his labors."4

In a grave in Rockland Cemetery, Rockland, Maine, are buried the remains of David4
FALES, both his wives, and one of his many sons. . The slab gravestone is engraved as
follows:

Along the gradual slope of life's decline
He bent his gradual way, 'till, full of years,
He dropped like mellow fruit: into his grave.
