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I don 't know sbout you, but [ get a kick out of kaowing the names of
two of my grest, grosat, gresl, grost, gresaé, groat graadpareats, James’ aad
Aaage (Broct) Fales, people who lived in the 17th century. It's even grester
Laowiag the names of Anne’s pareats, Heary sad Elizsbeth Brock, my
great, groal, gresi, gresal, greal, grest, grest grandparoants, who were bora
before the 17th coatury bogan. I am of the ninth goneration desceaded
from James Anae, the teath from Heary snd Elizabeth. My son, James
Jay., a james'Y can add ?nc ‘great” to cach of the sbove lists, and Ahis
children, Michasel jma’ sad Jamie Elizsbeth 1 a0 add two ‘groeatls” to
each list.

I have oftea woadered too sbout Lhose who came before juo:’ Fales,
who came before Heary aand Elizsbeth Breck. What were Lhere names?
Wbere did they live?

Tradition says that James came from the city of Chester in England.
But this has never been subsitsatisted though seversl researchers have
tried to do so.

Tho Brocks, we know, came from Stradbroke (pronouanced Stradbrook)
in the county of Suflolk in Englsad We have reason to believe that their
antecedents can be identified in that area for seversl generations back,
however we are not [ree at this lime to publish details for two resasons.
First tho poople who have done Lhe research are plasaning to publish their
findings themseolves. Secoadly they feel thore needs lo be more study to be
sure the connections they have found are correct and can withstand the
most scholarly scrutiny.

But sassuming that what sppoars to bo the case at lthis time proves lo
be lrue, namely that the roots of Anne Brock snd bher parents can be found
in Suffolk for several genersations back in time, it stirs me to wonder. Is it
possible that James Fales did not come from the Chester ares at all, Lthat in
fact bis antocodents are to be found in Fast Anglia, the same as Anae's? Do
Coursey Fales, who surely must have done the grestest study of this
guestion, does in fact suggest this possibility (see page 3).

Not too long ago, we spotted & guery in Ihe Register of the New
Laglaad Historical Geneoalogical Society, which mentioned the Brock's, sad
in sn effort to be helpful, we sent the Iittle bit we bad sbout Anne to the
writer of the query, Mrs. Helon S. Uliman, of Acton, Massschusetts. Mrs.
Ullmaa [s descended from Elizabeth Brock, Anne's sister, and she Bas boon
kind eaough to sond us s groest deal of iaformation oan the femilies of
Heary Brock and his wile, Elizabeth Aldous, who may siso have been
desconded from the Barber family, including a man who died in 1560 sad
who called himself in his will: ‘Gyles the Flder Bannock als Barb®’. *
However at the present time Anne's connection with Gyles is still tentstive
and we csn only awsit with great saticipation the publication of this
resoarch by Mrs. Uliman aad her associstes

Wo are deoply indebted to Mrs. Ullman for what she has givea us sad
for loading us to review some kanown sources which have provided us with
informalion which has not previously appesred in the FFB aad which bas
oasbled us to prepare the brief article that follows on page 1. Weo shall
keop in touch with Mrs. Uliman sad hope to be able to explors this area in
greator depth in the not too distaat future.

Chester is said to have
been where _lames1 Fales
came from though several
researchers have tried
unsuccessfully to prove this.
Stradbroke is where Anne
Brock, his wife, was born
and where many of her
ancestors lived. Although
they married in Dedham,
Massachusetts, is it possible
that James came from the
same part of England as she
did?

DeCoursey Fales tells us
(in Chapter 1 of TAhe Fales

Lamily of Bristol Rbode
islapd that his research
showed there were people
named “Failes” in Norfolk
County, the northern
neighbor of Suffolk County,
and that the names "Fale”
and “Fales” appear in records
of Suffolk Couaty. In
Cheshire he found no record
of similar names. Strangely
enough though, he says the
name of Brock is prominent
in Cheshire and he suggests
the Cheshire may have been
the ancestral home of Henry
Brock's family.

Confusing isn't it? Let
us hope that one day (soon, I
hope!), a Fales family
researcher will clear up this
mystery and tell us where
James' Fales was born and
who his parents were.

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More About Anne (Brock) Fales*
by John Thomas Fales

Anne's ancestors, the ones we know sbout, lived in the couaty of Suffolk in the eastern part
of England on the Nerth Ses,. It is north of London, between the countiss of Norfolk and Essex.
Suffolk (The name originally referred to its inhabitants as “the-South falk".) and Norfolk (“the
North folk") together comprise the ares known as East Anglis, once one of the most populous
regions of England but depleted now by centuries of emigration, much of it to New England.
Stradbroke, proncunced “Stradbrook”, the town that Anne's ancestors came from, is about 22 miles
north of Ipswich, the county seat. It is today as then, a quiet little town of & few hundred souls, its
principal industry, the trade in the products of the farms that surround it. In the time of Anne
Brock's forebears there were many sheep farms in the region, and its main occupation then was
most likely connected with the great English woolen trade that centered on East Anglia.

Anse Brock's father was Henry Brock. His wife, Anne's mother, was Elizabeth Aldous, but the
place and date of their marriage are not known.

Heary Brock must have brought his family to America shortly afler Anne's baptism
arriving in Iste 1637 or earty 1638. This coincides with the statement in Cotton Mather's ““"‘f
that Joha Brock, Henry's oldest son, born in 1620 came to America when he was about 17 years old.
TheFarr genealogy states that in 1637 Heary Brock bought land in Hingham from Joseph Shaw and
that Heary's “name is on the records of those who attended the Dedham Town Assembly in 1638 and
suhuqmt.ly." The records of the meeting held in Dedham on the “28th (y°6th mo.) August, 1638"
do not show Heary in attendance, but do bear this notation:

“Henry Brocke enterteyned to purchase Joseph Shawe his Lott & c'tifficate pduced
sccordingty "3 :

Itis not clear from this entry whether or not Henry Brock was present at this meeting but
his name i3 included among those sssembied at the next moeting on "21 of ye 7th month”
[September] 1638 and he sttended the town mestings regularly from that date onward.4 We have not
been sble to verify a land purchase by Henry of Joseph Shaw earlier than this, and the purchase
recorded at the 28 August, 1638 meeting may in fact be the one referred to in the Farr genealogy for
clearty the purchase had been negotisted before the mesting even, concievably, in the prior year.
Also, of course, the ares comprising the town of Hingham, Massachuseits, was st that time part of

Henry Brock was admitted to the church in Dedham on December 24, 16415 His wife was
sdmitted before him, on 29 March 1640.° He was a sigaer of the covenaat ia Dodham, but the date of
hissigning is not known. The covenant wassigned in 1637 but many signstures were added earlier.
Hoary must have signed at an early date however, for his name is in the middie of the second (of
thgao) columns of signers. (For comparison, the mam;o of James Fales is near the bottom of the
third column suggesting he was among the last signers.)’ Henry and his wife both died in Dedham
in 1632, the exact dates unknown ® His will was admitted to probate on October 19th of thet year )

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One Fales family was struck by a double dose of tragedy last year when, on December 3, 1984,
Warren Hunter Fales died at the age of 54. His mother Constance Hunter Fales had died on January

22, 1984. Warren's widow, Joan E. Fales has supplied the following biographical material on her
husband and mother-in-law.

Constance Hunter Fales, born May 1, 1901 was raised in Chicago, Illinois and married Carl P.
Fales in November 1928. They had two sons, Warren Hunter and Gordon Edward, born January 11,
1935. Connie went back to teaching school in the early 50's in Chicago, and later in Worth, Illinois.
Connie and Carl retired to Clearwater, Florida in 1963. Carl died in 1965 and Connie moved to Winter
Park, Florida. She was a volunteer in the Headstart Program for several years and a 2,000+ hour
volunteer at the Winter Park Memorial Hospital. Connie was a resident of Winter Park Towers for
the last eight years of her life and was active in all the activities offered there.

¥Warren Hunter Fales born February 11, 1930, was also raised in Chicago. We were introduced
shortly after Warren graduated from the University of Illinois and were married June 13, 1953. He
was drafted into the army and stationed at Fort Leonard Wood, Missouri from June, 1953 to June 1933.
After the army, Warren returned to law schoo!l at DePaul University in Chicago, graduating on
February 3, 1957, the day we brought our first son, David Lawrence home from the hospital. We
have four sons, David (January 31, 1957), Carl Warren (November 14, 1958), Bruce Cedric (November
3,1960), and Dean Gordon (November 29, 1964). Warren practiced law in Illinois from 1957 until his
death, though he specialized in real estate development and management from 1970 to his death. We
began investing in Florida real estate in 1958 and became Florida residents in 1981. Our oldest son,
David and his wife Sherry have two daughters, Holly Melinda (December 11, 1981) and Elizabeth Jean
(February 24, 1984). Warren was very devoted to his family. he was interested in preserving all of
his father's Fales family information and he appointed himself in charge of family memorabilia for
my family as well, and hoped that one day at least one of our sons will continue this interest in
family history.
