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The Little Red Book of Fred Lincoln Fales

Sometime in the early 1930's Fred Lincoin® (James Emerson?, James Daggett®, James5, Jonathan4,
Ebenezer3, Ebenezer2, James!) Fales of East Holliston, Massachusetts , began to record the names, birth and
death dates, and marriages of his family in a tiny red book, you know the kind, there is a page for each
day of the years with lines to write on, the type that are on sale even today in stationery stores. Fred's

books were printed for the year 1931, so he must have begun writing in them in that year or shortly
after.

He began by listing his children, then the
children of his children, then his father's family, his
uncles' families and so on, continuing, probably, right
up to his death in 1940. He made similar entries in
several different copies of the same book and gave one
to each of his grandsons. Through the kindness of a
granddaughter of Fred's, Frances Fales of Longwood,
Florida, we have been able to obtain a xerox copy of
one and with her permission are pleased to share it
with our readers beginning on the next page. [We are
